Dimitri will present a paper on computer based multi-deficit intervention for deficits associated with dyslexia and the transition to reading fluency.


	Emily Sangster

Emily will demonstrate strategies from the Dalcroze approach that can be adapted by teachers for the development of social skills (like turn-taking, working alone and working together, followers and leaders) and spatial skills (including fine and gross motor coordination, visualization strategies, and ourselves in space) working towards their culmination in an understanding of ourselves and others in space.

	Julie Marinac

Julie’s extended paper draws on the experiences of Julie and her co-author Mrs Kathryn Pitty as they developed the essential tools required to reveal the existence, prevalence and effects of Phonological Processing bases literacy learning failure in the secondary school population.

	Vince Geiger

Vince’s presentation will describe a case study of a secondary classroom in which the teacher has implemented principles of collaborative learning.

	Craig Wright

In presenting this paper, Craig will discuss the use of intelligence tests in diagnosing reading and learning disorders.

	Jan Cavanagh

Jan’s session will offer models of teaching styles which are ‘outside the norm’, in using the measurement mat for conceptual development in all strands of the Mathematics syllabus, and co-operative group work which fosters interdependence and group processes which add another dimension to the usual ‘group work’

	Craig Wright

Craig will initially examine the common approaches to diagnosing dyslexia that involve use of an IQ test and argue that they are no longer useful and should be abandoned in clinical practice.

	Craig Wright

Craig’s paper will examine the alleged benefits of grade retention and its often proposed alternative ‘social promotion’.

	Barrie O’Connor

During his presentation, Barrie will review learning support strategies used in schools to promote inclusive practices.

	Kay Distel

Kay will combine a presentation followed by a workshop to discuss and define Central Auditory Processing Disorder and provide practical ideas for improving communication and listening.

Julie will look at Doing It Tough: Findings from a Queensland wide study of the school experiences of mainstream secondary students with learning difficulties.

Majella will discuss how reading whole words and reading with phonics do not always lead to the same answer. Most dyslexics are self taught to disguise their dyslexia. This is a personal case study.

	Eva de Vries
Eva will look at common difficulties that students have in relation to Number in Mathematics and we will have a particular focus on Fractions and the use of Number Boards in the classroom.

	Jacqueline Caskey
Jacqueline will share some stories about assisting students in something the student values, as opposed to some dry curriculum, that they cannot relate to. Her basis for this will come from her time as a TAFE disability officer. 

	Lorraine Lawson
Lorraine will discuss the use of multi-media to enhance learning support activities.
